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ACCESSORY DWELLING UNITS

- Allows one ADU per lot in addition to a primary single-family detached dwelling unit
- Increases lot coverage for an ADU in most districts
- Prohibits use of the ADU as a short-term rental (< 31 days)

Size and Dimensions:

(All lots) Maximum 75% of size of primary
dwelling.

Maximum 1,000 sf if lot 10,000 sf or less.

Maximum 3,000 sf if lot greater than 10,000 sf,
or 10% of the net lot area, whichever is less.

Maximum height 15’ if in required rear yard
setback (unless use permit obtained).

Maximum height same as primary dwelling if
outside of required setbacks.

Additional parking is not required.
